Come along to Judah and Jerusalem.  Experience what it 
must have been like to try to live according to Godõs precepts 
when the world was going in the opposite direction.  Imagine 
Paulõs concern to the poor in society, for women and for 
the unemployed, in a place and time when personal pleasure 
and incredible large-scale entertainments were all that 
made the public happy.  Perhaps 110,000 people at a Nittany 
Lionsõ football game isnõt such a new idea after all. 

Disciple 3 is entitled Remember Who You Are.  Using the 
Hebrew prophets from the Old Testament and the letters 
of Paul from the New Testament, Disciple 3 puts us into 
the middle of ancient Israel, where the prophets served as 
the conscience of the community of the faithful.  We 
experience what life in the early church was like as we 
travel with Paul throughout the Roman East, where all 
sorts of issues impeded true devotion to Jesus Christ.  In 
other words, we come to realize that the biblical stories 
are not old tales of long ago forgotten people and places.  
Rather the words of the biblical text remind us that our 
lives are really not so different from the people who tried 
to live faithful lives in the time of Paul, only 25 years after 
Jesus rose from the tomb in Jerusalem. 

We will use some film versions of the biblical story to help 
us visualize the events we read about in Isaiah and 
Jeremiah.  We will allow Paul to speak to us from the 
shores of what is now Turkey and Greece.  In the end, our 
faith will be renewed and enriched by familiarizing our-
selves with the biblical story. 

No previous participation in any DISCIPLE classes is required to 
participate.  The first meeting will be held on Sunday, 
September 19 at 6:30 p.m. in room 307.  We will 
progress at our own speed, as quickly or as slowly as our 
group decides.
